Scholarship Programme 2: Four years 
● The four-year scholarship programme is for those who wish to study for IGCSE for two years and, provided

they have outstanding performance, they will continue to receive scholarship to study for an International
Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma which will take the remaining two years.
Selected students will be about to complete Grade 8 (US) or Year 9 (UK) and have strong written
recommendation from their school Principal.

Selection Process 
The selection process involves an intensive test in both English and Mathematics and an online assessment.
Shortlisted candidates will be invited for a comprehensive interview. Testing and interviewing will
take place in April/May 2026.
Successful applicants will be notified well in advance of the new academic year.
To 30% reduction in tuition and boarding fees will be awarded to successful candidates.
